No auses wore notified of any of the othor diseases notifiable in the District.

MEASLES and WHOOPING-COUGH were very prevalent in some parts,
more especially in the neighbourhond of Middleton-by-Wirksworth and Kirk Ircton
At the lattor plnco and st Shirley the Bebools were elosed during Seplomber on
acecunt of the outhreak of Whooping-cough. Two deaths, both in children under
five yourw of ago wera ascribed to Whooping-sough, both oceurring at Middleton-
by-Wirkswaorth,

The work done officially by the Sanitary Inspectors will be found in Table
€ attached to this Roport, but in addition to the matters referred to there, muny
minor nuisanees bave bepn remedied by your officers.

The nuisance at Brailsford complained of by your Medical Oficer of Health
in his Report of 1885, (vig. the open sewer), has boen remeilied under the diréction
of the Parish Coundil, The spwer has bean Hned with bricks and comont thronghout,
and should prove quite satishetory, provided sulliclept water can b oltained in
simmer for fAushing.  For this purpose twp flushing tanks have been provided,
both sapplied by springs that * never run dey,”

I may mantion the village of Tisisgion as being in an eapecinlly imsanitary
conditicn. The pond lving elose ti bhe Sehool, wnd on a higher lovel, should be
filled up, and a large number of the teoes should be hewn down,  There 4 a small
stroatn that flows through several felds used lor grisng, and which is beses polluted
by droppings of oatdle; this stream after passing close under two pig-styes aml a
ben-house, and crossing the public romd, runs through a small plantation much fro-
quented by doeks aml other pouliry, and the ground of which s thick with rotting
lvaves, and then passing close to a public spring, empsics iteell into the pood
menbionsd above, Tho woll §s fed by s special spring but it iz difienlt to see
how ita water can avoid pollution from the stream, Most of the housex also wre
i wvery deleetive condition, and the village requires bouse to howse visitation, T would
like your Sanitary Inspector bo thoroughly overbaul the villnge as soon as his work
ai Iistrict Surveyor permits him.

The Water Supply'of your Distriet is on the whole goad, bub the supply
to the village of Middleton-by-Wirksworth is very defective in quantity. Al summer
the inhabitants were very short af water, but the Parigsh Couneil bave now arrangsd
to ineremse Sheir supply.

Your Council do not sontrol the Sewvenging in any part of the Diskrict, nor
#o fir nn T have beon ablo to sseortain do any of the Parish Councils. At Brailaford
water elosets are chiefly used, hat in othier parts of the hstrict it is vsually the privy
system. Your Sanitary Officers keep a sharp look out for any nuisanee ariwing from
the privies and many sto eaipliod a8 their suggestion without formal notice. I any
dificulty arises a formal notiee for the removal of the nuisance is served.
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your Distriet, sending milk to the District affected, but
failed to find any suspicion of Scarlet Fever at any of
them. The infection was subsequently traced to another
District supplying milk.

During the year it has been decided to join the
Councils of the Ashbourne Urban District, and the
Mayfield Rural District, in providing an Isolation
Hospital, and the two County Councils concerned have
been applied to for the necessary powers. At present
we have no proper means of isolating cases of infectious
dise ase, other than a tent, and that tent has, I believe,
so far never been used.

All houses infected with dangerous infectious
disease, ¢.g., Searlet Feveir, are disinfected by the
Sanitary Inspector at the close of the case, unless a
trained nurse be in attendance who undertakes the work ;
during the illness disinfectants are supplied at the
discretion of the Sanitary Inspector. During the past
vear four houses were disinfected by the Sanitary
Inspector, these being the houses infected with Scarlet
Fever.

SANITARY WORK.

I append a table, prepared by the Sanitary
[nspector, of work done during the year, but this table
does not shew the real amount of work done. It
frequently falls to the lot of vour Sanitary Officers to
make suggestions for minor improvements, and these,
usuully being carried out without fucther trouble, they
are not brought to the notice of the Council: I may
here remind the Council that we changed onr Sanitary
[nspeetor early in the vear, and the District being so wide
it has taken him a little time to become acquainted with
the existing condition of affairs.
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The Sanitary Inspector, or his Assistant, inspects
the whole District every fortnight, taking the various
parishes more partcularly in turn.

WATER SUPPLY.

In the Southern part of the District, lying on the
Sandstone, Water is fairly plentiful, but in the Northern
part, on Mountain Limestone, the supply is very scanty,
indeed several houses depend on stored rain water
entirelv.

At Middleton-by-Wirksworth there is a public
supply from springs, the water being stovel in a reservoir.

At Alsop-en-le-Dale water is provided from a
spring i Dovedale by the Landlord. -

Other pazts of the District depend on \\'ell';sprin;_;s*
and stored rain water.

During the year the supply for the upper end of
Brassington has been improved in quality, the well
having been cleaned out and protected from the pollution
previously compiained of. The water was analysed 1n
September, and declared satisfactory ; it is proposed to
examine it again in the comiug summer.

At Thorpe and Kirk Ireton improved supplies are
under consideration.

SEWERAGE AND SEWAGE DISPOSAL.

There 1s no public scavenging in the District. On
account of the deficient water supply it is not found
advigable to adopt water-closets, and in the greac majority
of cases privy-middens are used, though several earth
closets have been recently introduced.
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The question of Sewage Disposal at MIDDLETON-
BY- WIRKSWORTH must be considered ; at present the
sewage is discharged into an old mine, but it is impossible
to say where it goes to from there, as it may enter some
of the numerous cracks in the limestone. The Royal
Commission on Sewage Disposal issued an interim Report
in July, greatly in favour of the bacteriological treatment

of Sewage, and probably one of these methods will be
found most suitable for Middleton.

At Maveruerox the question of Sewage Disposal
has been before the Council for two years, and a Com-
mitte2 was elected to enquire into the matter, but so far
no steps have been taken to remedy the existing

conditions, namely, a practically stagnant ditch during
a large part of the vear.

At ParwicH the Sewage discharges a little way
below the village into a small stream which takes its rise
a quarter af a mile above the village ; this stream then
runs as an open ditch through more than a mile of
meadow land, and is provided with sluices to enable the
firmers to turn the water on to the land for the purpose
of fertilizing i*, a larger stream is joined near to Brad-
bourne Mill; after the sewage joins the first stream, I
think it will be found sufficiently diluted (during most of
the vear at all events) to conform with the requirements
of the Local Goverment Board; I propose however to
have samples taken for analysis in the coming suinmer
when the dilution is at its lowest.

At HarrivaTox during a large portion of the year
the Sewage is well diluted by a stream running under-
ground through the village, but in dry weather this
stream fails; the Sewage flows through an open ditch
from a little wayv below the village to the river Dove. In

this case also I propose to take samples of efluent for
analvsis.
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With regard to the above matters I should say
that the most urgent requirements in the District are :—

1. To hurry on the arrangements for an Isolation
Hospital as much as possible.

2. To improve the water supply at Thorpe and

Kirk Ireton.

3. To arrange for proper Sewage Disposal after
purification at Middleton-by-Wirksworth and Mappleton.

4. To keep a Register of Factories and Workshops

so that these nav be properly inspeeted by vour
Ofhcers.

The Saptic Tanks at Tissington are working satisfac-
torily, and the Cesspools in different villages have been

attended to during the vear.

A Tipping Place has been provided at Parwich, and

endeavours are being mule to provide one at Brassington.

A large Watering Place, at Purwich, has been eleaned
out and repaired.  Considerable improvement has been

made at Parwich Leys in the sewage disposal,

Considerable attention has been given to the Dairies
and Cowsheds in the Distriet, as the Council realise the

necessity for having them kept in a satisfactory condition.

Proceedings were tken before the Justices in one case
where the ocenpier permitted cows to be kept in a shed
which was unfit for the purpose,and in another case, where
a wooden cowshel had been erected, without plans. Con-

vietions were obtained in both eases,

During the early part of the vear Veterinary Inspec-
tors, from the London County Council, inspected the cows
at several farms supplying milk to London. In one case,
one of such Inspectors, in February, certified a cow to be
suffering from Tuberculosis of the Udder. The Distriet
Council instrueted a firm of loeal Veterinary Surgeons to
examine the cow, and, amongst other things, they used the
test for Tuberculosis, with a negative result, and they
accordingly certified the cow as heing free from Tuberculo-

There are four state regisiered nurses who also act as Health Visitors
under the Derbyshire County Council. The Rural District Council do not pay or subsidise these
nurses or associations,

(D). TREATMENT CuEnNTRES AND CLINICS,

The tubercular centres and clinics are held in the neighbouring town, and arc largely used.
There are none held in the Dastrict, bul  the Tuberculosis Officer visits patients who cannot travel
to the clinics.

(¥). Hospitars, Puniic aNp YOLuNTARY

As from October 1st, the Council became a constituent member of the Repton loint
Hospital Board, formed under Sec. 6 of the Public Health Act, 1936, The Hospital is at Erwall, in
the Repton Rural District, and is for the isolation and trestment of infectious diseases, other thun
smallpox, occurring in the District.  Thirty-five cases were admitted into the Hospital from the
Ashhourne Rural District during the year as compared with twenly-nine cased last year. Non-
infectious discase cases nre sent to voluntary hospitals in the neighbouring towmns.

aquivalent to 14,000 gallons per hour was obtained during test

A Bcheme Tor supplying villages in the central part
of the area with a piped supply has been submitted to the Ministry
of Health and an enguiry was held on the Lth.

Approvel to parts of the schome have been obtained and Contracts
are being arranged.

By arrangement with the Shirley Park Estates Co. the
private scheme owned and oporated by the Estate which supplied
Oemaston and Shirley has beon taken over by the Council and a
connection made to the Sturston Mains via the mains supplying
the R,A.F. Aerodroms.

Whon all the various schemes ere carried out, there will
te a satisfactory piped supply in nearly every village in the
district.

Sewers and Sewage Disposal

The guestion of provision of a modern system of sewers
and sewage disposal has been under consideration and firms of
Consulting Engineers have been asked to report on aschemes for the
villages of Brassington, Clifton Hartington Nether Quarter and
Parwich. The Raport on Brassington is the only one in hand at
the precent time.

Considerable advance has been made in earrying out the poliey

The interconnection of the mains botween Hartington and
Brassington has been completed and the installation of a boostcr station
at Longeliffe. This extension has made an adeguate water supply to
about 30 moorland farms which were previously practically walcrless,

The water from the Sturston borsholes has been substituted for
that from Bhoon boroholes for the village of Biggin and thersby overcome
the difficulty of tomporary Tailures of the supply.

The extra demand for water brougnt about by thess éxtenslons
and changes hne greatly increased the demand from the Sturston borsholes,
the pumps at these stations are now running almost continuously, espieiallr
durinz dry periods when the water domand for the combined northern and
central area smounis to 300,000 gallons per day, which is equivalent
to the total yiecld of the various pumping plants.

T meet thie egrowing demand for water, the duplicate borehole
hee beer sunk at Yeldersley and when tested by means of a continuocus
pumping test yiclded 7,600 gallona per hour from a depth of 102 feat.

The complete scheme as beoon preparcd for thoe insiallation of
duplicate pumps at Yeldersley, a new reascrvoir at Hulland of 150,000
gallons capecity and a booster station ito avgment the cxisting Stursion
supply. The meins will also be extended to Brailsford, Hollington and
Longford.

Soveral small extensions to the mains have been aporoved by the
Coureil, and application mads to the Minisiry of Health for permission
to rrocead with the same.

During the year, n new sewnge disposal works has been built
at Parwich and the whole of the village has been re-sewered.

Plans have been prepared and the scheme submitted to the i iy
Ministry of Housing and Local Government for a new works at Brallsf
and new maln sewers to the same.

Negotiations are in hand to take over the sewage disposal
works at Osmaston used by the R..L.F. in order that Osmaston willage
can be seweraed and the sewage treated in the existing works.

The works lately used by the R...F. at Darley Moor have bean
taken over, modified to suit the smaller flow and are novw in use

Plans are in course of preparation for schemes at Doveridge

Considerable difficulty has been experienced dur the year
with small septie tank installations where 1t has been found that the
effoct of detergents has been to stop septic action taking place.
Thesec tanks are now regularly having to be emptied.

P blic Cleansing

Refuse Collection and dispesal service has now been extended
to the whole of the District where a fortnightly collection is made |
by two Roefuse wagons. '

The sccond mfuse wagon was put into service on the 2nd
April and this has enabled the men to keep well on top of thelr work.
The effectiveness of the service may perhaps be best measured by the
infrequency of the complaints now recelved.

During the year the routes were re-organised in order to
overcome the difficulties experienced by the Dennis lorry in snowe.

The service continues to grow, and at the end of the year,
the men were emptying 2,950 bins fnrtnightly and based on check
loads, it is estimated 'Ehat approximately 3,?60 tons of recfuse were

I have the honour to present to you the Arnmmal Report on the
sanitary circumstances and vital statistics for your District during 1754,

The general death rate fell from 10,08 to 9,24 and the birth
rate dropped from 16,37 to 14,86, The infantile mortality rate incrcased
from 16.4 to 25,3 which is almost the same as the England and Wales rate
of 25.5.

There were 5 notifications of tuberculous disease but no deaths
from this cause, 129 notifications of other infectious diseases were
received almost all whooping cough and measleg onl almission to hospited
wos nocessary in one case of food polsoning only.

The Chief Medical Officer to the Ministry of Health in his Report
for 1255 has drawm attention to the increasing incidence of food polsoning
and has requested Local Authorities to make full use of the propaganda
material which the Ministry has issucd. He draws attention to the importance
of good personal hygiene mmongst those who prepare, sell and serve food and
to the importance of clean premises and the proper storage of food,

Immurd sation againstdiphtheria has again improved in the district,
There were 182 primary immunisations carried out, as compared with 156 in 1953.

The de-rationing of meat and the resumption of private slaughtering
have meant that meat inspection has taken up a considerable portion of your
Sanitary Inapectors' time, I am pleased te be able to say that 100 per cent
meat inspection has been maintained as I feel that this is a most important
seérvice both from the point of view of ensuring sound meat and that hygienic
practices are maintained in slaughter houses.

Good progress has been maintained in the Couneil's policy of
making water available to as great a proportion of the rato-payers as posaible,
Tho scattared nature of the district makes certain difficulties unavoidsble,
resulting in iron bacteria with production of sulphur dioxide appearing in
the mains in certain aress, The Surveyor has given considerable thought to
this problem but there does not seem to be any easy remedy.

Progress has been pade in preparation for various sewernge and sewage
disposal schemes, The Surveyor has referred to the difficultics with the septic
tanks sexving small communities, Detorgents must take some of the blame but
ope of the difficuities of small schemes iz the lack of constant flow with
two '"rush' periods in the day., Oare should be given to the siting of these
schoemos and the works should in my opinion bLe as far from dwelling houses in the
casg of a small scheme as for o large one,

I wish to record ny sincerec thanks for the cordial support I have
recelved from the Chalrman and Members of the Waterworks and Public Health
Committee and my indebtedness to the Clerk of the Council and other Officers
for their friendly co-operation.

The mains extension at Marsell Park, Hulland Ward has been completed
and each of the five farms in the area are taking & supply.

A btulk supply has also been afforded to the Belper R.D.C, for
property in the Mugginton Lane End area, This supply is limited to 7,000

It has now been poasible to supply Hartington Village with water
from the Bunter series of boreholes and the Sheen supply is only being used

Considerable troubles are experienced in certain parts of the area
by reason of mains fracturing. The cause has been troced to two different
sources, Firstly, the ground alternately being wet and dry, thereby causing a
movement under certain seotions of the pipe and setting up strains which ul
cause it to break in two, Most of these cases have been traced either to surface
water droins which are unjointed or mains laid near to road-side ditches which
only run in wet weather.

The secord reason for failure has been traced to electrical action
from certain clays and marls, In these cases, the pipes are very badly pitted
and weakened, and onthodié protection s applied,

An urmsunl case of spell and discoloration of water from the mains
was investlgated in the Longford area,

It was found that the mains when newly laid had not been sufficiently
cleansed and chlorinated and that a quantity of sulphate reducing becteria from
the soil had been left in the mains,

The water, which is devoid of free oxygen is pumped direct into
the muins and the particular bacteria were able to thrive under these conditions,.

The trouble was overcome by chlorinating the mains 0 as to get a

regidusl at the end of 100 p.p.m. for 48 hours and then contimue with the usual
dosage of 1 p.p.me

I am happy to report that by the sinking of the borehole at
Yeldersley (ladyhole) a start has been made on the scheme to sugment the existing
water supplies of the Counecil, amd unless there is a heavy demand for water for
industrial purposes, your present schemes should be adequate for a muwber of years.

There has been no active work carried out on sewerage schemes, although
a mubear are before the Ministry awaiting ayproval,

has been considerably slowed down and only four new houses
were completed by the Counoil during the year,

Dus to the high cost of new houses, the Housing Committee have thought
it advisable to take over old houses which ths owners are unahle to bring up to
a reasonable standard, but which have some years of life, ard with the assistance

The considerable amount of time taken in the inspeotion of carcases at
the five slaughterhouses in the district needs serlous consideration as it entails
a great amount of overtime working for your officers.

I have the honour to present to you,in the Medical Officer
of Health's report a survey of the works done in the Burveyor and
Publie Health Inspoctors Department.

The past year has been ons in which considerable progress
has been made by the Council towards providing sewerage and sowage
disposal in a comparatively large mumber of villages,

Thess achamos should ultimetely have a considerable effeot
on the purity of ths water in the amaller streams $o which most of the

drainage 1s now boing discharged practicnlly untreated, alsoc anable na
larger mumber of reaidsants to enjoy the bensfit of modern sanitation,

On the questicn of water supply, great liopes were entertainsd
of garrying out schemes which would have overcome difficultiss caused
by overloaded mains and insufficient reserves, but the negotiations
which have been prooseding for the integration of the Council's schames
into a South Derbyshire Wpter Board have held them up.

The inereasod use which is being made of the Improvement
Crant scheme is very enoouraging but with the exception of the larger
estates, only omneor ocouplers sppear to be taking advantage of the scheme,
It is however proving useful in emabling owners of cottages to inatall
medern ecorveniences which otherwise they oeould not afford,

ss with the demolition of insanitary houses is slow,
dus to tho fact that many are occoupled by olderly persons who do not wish
to be moved,

Inspection of food, particularly meat takes a considerable amount of
gour officors? time, The queation of Bunday slaughtering is still a vexed
questicn as it means one of ficer must work at least part of every Sunday,

The year has been a testing time for water suppliss dus to
the drought,

Not only was there an inorease in demend from the regular
ocnsumars, but thers was quite an inorease in the mmber of' new consumers,
and also a oonsiderable amournt of carting from standpipes eto. It is
estimated that at ons time the amount carted wms approaching 20,000
g1llona per day.

Due to foresight in providing ndegquate reserves, there was
never a time when the supply was inadequate to meet the needs, although
on two opcasiona, all the pumping plant was in use to its maximum capaocity.
The maximum demand during these perlcds rose to 780,000 gallons pex day.
This caused some overloading of mains especially in the Newhaven area of
Hartington listher Quarter where the supply became intermittent to certain
farms,

As o result of the shortage at Newhaven, the Ministry of Housing
and Local Government were pressed to permit the Newhaven Reservelr and
madn extensicn scheme to procesd and just before ths close of the year
suthority was given to obtain fresh tenders for ths worlk,

Failures dues to oracked water mains have been worse than ever
during the year, ard it has beon necessary to make repairs.

The oracked pipes have been chiefly in three clearly def'insd
ATGAS.

1. lNewhaven, Hartington Nether Quarter due to shrirkage of
silips sand in pookets in the rock, and causing subsidence,

2, Bhields Lane, Roston as far as Abbotsholme School due to
geaneral grouni movement.

3. In fiolds between Eniveton and Femy Bentley dus to
shrinkage in the clay caused by the drought,

Areas 1 and 2 referred to above can sasily be isolated and
cause very little incomvenience whilst repairs are carried out, but area
3 affeots supplies to a considerable portion rot only of this District
but also of the adjoining Leek R.D.O,

The Madge Hill Water Scheme when carrisd out will materially
assist in overooming these diffioulties, The tendera for this scheme
have been submitted to the Ministry of Housing armd Local Covernment and
approved subject to a licence being cbtaired to sink a borshole in the
Hole-in-the-Wall area of Bradley. Af'ter mumerous delays the applicaticn
for the licence has been made to the appropriate government department,

I have the honour to present to you my report on the work done
in the Surveyor and Public Health Departments during 1560,

Nogotiations have been taking place throughout the year for
the formation of a joint water board, which it is hoped, will relieve
the Counsil of thelr responsibilities for this publis service,

It may be of intereat to note that in 1905, the Kirk Ireton
water scheme was carried out, and until 1597, this was the only public
water schems in the District,

In 1938, the Hyrtington scheme was put into operation, to be
quickly fellowed by the first regional scheme linking Bradley, Hulland,
Hulland Ward, Atlow, Hognaston, Brassington, Bradbourne and Pariwich,

The war prevented any further extensions, but immediately
after tha war further extensions were gommenced and by the end of the
year, only tha scattered hamlet of Callow and Iple were without a piped
supply amd tenders had been accepted for a piped supply to the latter humlet,

Good progress is being made with providing sewerage and sewage
disposal schemes in the large villages, This is a very expensive sarvice
to provide, due to the difficultiea of the terrain, but will no doubt be of
great value to the health of the district,

The Improvement Grant sohems is gaining momentum, and one is
amazsd at the change which is taking place to the country cottages where
grants are being used. In many cases, what apparently would appear an
unsgonomds scheme of modernisation is being undartaken, ard very pleasing
results are being obtained., It mow makes it very difficult to decide
when a oottage is unfit for habitation armd should be pulled dowm,

A considerable amount of time is being taken by meat inspection
due to the number of beasts being slaughtered due to their failing the
tuberenlin test, It isn hoped that when all the herds have been gleared
of the tubercular cattle, inspection will be simplified and expedited,

I wish to take this opportunity of expressing my thanks to the
staf'f of the Department for their loysl mervice they have given and for
the gordial relations which have existed between this and other departments
